3.2       Ordinance for Tampering property implementation 

Drafted up two new ordinances that are in reference to Ordinance 39 which will become Ordinance 48, and Tapering property will be Ordinance 49. Which will move us into New Business.

New Business

4.1
Ordinance 48

This Ordinance will replace Ordinance 39. The only part of the ordinance that is changing is the     System Fee will be increasing from $2000.00 to $2500.00 for all single-family residence and commercial or industrial businesses. The new meter service of $500.00 will remain the same. All other parts of Ordinance No. 4 in the original Article five-Paragraph 78b (1)(a) and Paragraph 78b (1)(b) will remain the same. For any multiple residences, commercial or industrial, the fee shall be $2500.00 multiplied by the number of units.

4.2
Ordinance 49

This is a new ordinance that is implementing a tamper fee for tampering with any of the district’s property. The first offense is a fee of $300.00 and will be added to the customer’s next bill. For the second offense it will be a $750.00 fee. Once the second offense has occurred the fee will remain at $750.00 for the next 3 years. This tamper fee will be included with the cost to repair damage that has occurred to the system/facilities/valves/locks. 

This is the first reading for both ordinances, we then have another reading at the next board meeting. Once agreed upon it will be adopted/passed 5 days after the meeting. Then takes effect    30 days after the adopted day.

If there is more than one unit on a parcel of land, according to our ordinances we charge per unit on the property. So, 2 units will be $200 with 24 cubic feet of water. 


Back flow testing 2nd reminder notices were sent out, still have 11 that are missing. Want to get then done before cut off as we will get fined for it.
