Had a check engine light come on in the truck. Catalytic converters are not functioning properly. Will call around and see what options we have to get it repaired. Have a meeting scheduled with SHN to go over grant planning to see where we are in process. 


Going to start working on getting fire hydrants replaced that need to be. Believe that there are about 6 that are older, that we can not get parts for anymore.
