Questions on the packet that was given out last meeting. Geophysical in the upper table for a charge, then down in the bottom of the page there is a second mention of an investigation, would shows a second charge. As for the total cost of the grant, with all the charges that are shown in the table, there is nothing left over for the original project that we were hoping for in replacing pipe. This grant is covering the cost of replacing the wells, not anything to do with the original plan for replacing the main line. Once this project is done, we will look at getting a second grant to do the main line project. The board worried about the 100 samples of the test well. What that will bring, as far as extra maintenance systems for the wells. Russell wanted to know who knows the project for the new wells. Had a customer concerned about where the wells will be, and if it could affect their water source for their wells.  We will have testing done to make sure that when we start to draw for the new wells, there will be any drawn down effect on the surrounding wells. The invoices for SHN do not need to be paid by us. We will get an invoice from SHN, and we submit the forms to the state, the state will cut us a check and then we will pay SHN with that money once we get it from the state. The invoices will not be paid up front by the district. Once work has started work on the project, we can reach out to the state and SHN to readjust the budget that we have, we will not have to get a new grant.
