ORDINANCE NO. 49
ORDINANCE OF THE HYDESVILLE COUNTY WATER DISTRICT,

TO PROVIDE FOR AN AMENDMENT TO ORDINANCE N0. 4
ARTICLE 8. GENERAL USE REGULATIONS

PARAGRAPH 143 DAMAGE TO WATER SYSTEM FACILITIES/METERS/VALVES/LOCKS
Be it ordained by the Board of Directors of the Hydesville County Water District, Humboldt County, as follows:


1.  Paragraph 143 of Article 8 is hereby amended to read as follows:

143.  Damage to Water System Facilities/Meters/Valves/Locks
The customer shall be liable for any damage to the service facilities when such damage results from hot water or steam from the premises or from causes originating on the premises by an act of the customer (or his tenants, agents, employees, contractors, licensees or permitees).  The cost to repair damage caused by any action described above will be added to the customer’s next water bill.

The Board reserves the right to set and maintain a meter on any service connection. Customer shall be liable for any damage caused to a meter, meter valve, or any other valve, service line or main line when such damage results by an act of the customer (or his tenants, agents, employees, contractors, licensees or permitees) to reduce, stop, or begin water flow by turning a valve. Only the General Manager/Operator is authorized to turn valves on or off.  The cost to repair damage caused by any action described above will be added to the customer’s next water bill.

Customer shall be liable for any damage caused to a lock placed on any meter or other District property when such damage results by an act of the customer (or his tenants, agents, employees, contractors, licensees or permitees).  The cost to repair/replace lock will be added 
to customer’s next water bill.
There will be a Tamper fee that will be included with the cost to repair damage for any damage to the water system/facilities/valves/locks. For the first offense, a fee of $300 dollars will be added to the customer’s next water bill. For the second offense the fee of $750 dollars will be added to the customer’s next water bill. Once the second offense has occurred and been added to the customer’s account, the fee will remain at $750 dollars for the next 3 years from the second offense date.
